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Additive manufacturing technologies in building construction

The class will provide an overview of the various 3D printing technologies focused on the possible
research application in the field of construction sector. In particular, the technology of Fused Deposition
Modeling (FDM) will be explained in detail by providing specific information on the different printable
materials with related mechanical characteristic, energy performance and environmental impact.

In the first part of the class, a training course will start from the three-dimensional parametric modeling
of objects in specific software, processing and optimization of the digital model.

The second part of the course will show how to obtain the actual FDM printing through a specific "slicer
software” starting from the three-dimensional model.

Finally, a practical experience on the use of the 3D printing in a real research project regarding the
construction sector will be proposed to the PhD students.
